(in alternate years) next due 2011.

Ouse Valley – The Outdoor County Championships (including the Inter-County 

Match with Hertfordshire in alternate years, due 2011) (including the Inter-County 

Match with Cambridgeshire in alternate years, due in 2012).

St. Neots – The County Field Championships.

The Presidents and Pairs being an inter-club competition, rotates between clubs.  It is due to be hosted by St. Neots in 2011, then by Kestrels, Clophill, Hawks, Pepperstock, One Nation, Dunstable and Ouse Valley.
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
